Thomson Reuters Summer Taxation Scholarships 2013 – 2014

Introduction

The Victoria University of Wellington and Thomson Reuters New Zealand Ltd offer two scholarships to suitably qualified candidates to work on a book on fundamental concepts of taxation law during the summer of 2013 to 2014. These two scholarships are part of the VUW summer scholarship programme to be advertised later in 2013, but are advertised early. If this early advertisement does not result in the appointment of suitable candidates to one or both of the Thomson Reuters Summer Taxation Scholarships, one or two scholarships will be re-advertised as part of Victoria University’s main round of advertisements for summer scholarships for 2013 - 2014.

Dates

Work will be undertaken during the summer vacation, from approximately late November 2013 to late February 2014.

Hours

At least 400 hours of work. 

Stipend

$6000. Being a scholarship, the stipend is non-taxable.

Method of application

Apply by email to john.prebble@vuw.ac.nz. Flag your message as high priority. Copy the message to rozina.khan@vuw.ac.nz. Attach an academic transcript. The transcript must record all grades, but need not be a formally issued or certified. Also attach an example of ten pages or so of your prose. Preferably, the example should discuss one or more complex legal points. That is, an introduction or a conclusion to a seminar paper is not likely to be the most appropriate example. Rather, choose pages from the middle of a paper. Preferably, give the name and contact details of a referee to whom inquiries may be addressed if necessary. The referee should be someone whose comments will be relevant to the work for the scholarship.
Minimum qualifications

Very good academic results in the study of law.

Excellent English prose.

Very good knowledge of tax law, preferably, but not necessarily, as a result of enrolment in Laws 365 at Victoria University of Wellington.

Project overview and duties of holders of the scholarships
The project is to convert lectures in Laws 365 to a book to be published by Thomson Reuters New Zealand Ltd as an introductory overview of the law of income taxation. The fundamental text exists as a typed and edited transcript of lectures in Laws 365 at Victoria University in 2005. Work of the scholarship holders will include:
Rewriting the text in formal prose.

Composing links between sections.

Updating statutory references to the Income Tax Act 2007.

Writing sections where there are gaps.

Indexing, if there is time.
